
General Tenant Duties/Responsibilities
1. Pay rent in full and on time.  In case of unavoidable late payment, pay late fee in     timely manner.

2. Keep inside and outside of premises in clean and sanitary condition.  Maintain 

landscape including mowing, fertilizing and trimming, if applicable.

3. Report maintenance problems immediately to landlord.

4. Check smoke detectors at least every 6 months to make sure they’re functioning 

properly.  Do not tamper with smoke detectors except to change batteries.

5. Allow landlord entrance to the premises approximately every 90 days for a    

preventative maintenance inspection.  Landlord will give a 24 hour notice before 

inspection, as required by law.

6.  All notices, including 30 day notice to move, shall be delivered or mailed, in writing
from the tenant to the landlord, and vice versa.

7.  Put all utilities in tenants name at time of move-in, and pay all utilities on time to the

utility companies.
